Toals and weapons are broadly chserved in forms like chisels, hammers, daggers,
ppearheads, arrowheads, sickles and points. Many of them have handles of bone or vory
reflecting the mode of their use, quaiity and the technical advancement of the peripds
{chalcolithit) concerned. On the basis of thedr use and functional aspects the objects have
been clagsified in different pattern. A few of them continued and survived right upto the
later times and even used these days, The objects recovered from various sibes of Ceptes
India during chaleolithic imes have been classified in Taols, Implements, and Weapons
efc.

Ir the carepory of tools, chisel has played an important rale for daily purpose. This
sharp edged tocl is wsed for cuting rmetal, wood or stone. The chalcochisel has been
found at iNavdatoli which differs from the Indus Valley chisels. The Navdatoli chgsel's
upper poarton {s with a convex top showing that it was not much hamerersd over as
is avident from its reptangular secton®, Chisels have also been found at Magda, Ugain,
Avwr, Sooron and Kakrahtra, Bare metal chisels are known from early levals at Ujjin®.

Another implernent is wedges with wide splayed blade were used for splitting out
the rock end levering up the siabs after loogening them possibly by means oi fire, The
parly wedges are reported from Nagda during drea #00 B.C. to 200 B.C. Similar objecs
have been reported from many other sites (chaleolithic levels) of Indial.

Anvil is useful lool consists of 2 maes of stone on which material is supported, while
being shaped under the hammer. Anvils have been reported fram many of the sites of
Ceniral India like Ujjain, which one of the most significant sites is from whege tha early
evidence of a black smifh’s forge has been reported®. The evidence of 2 biacksmiths forge
is also from found at Jaderua®,

Likewise, agricultural implements were used for apricultural purposes and have
been found from various sites of Ceniral India. Among the group Axe {5 an important
agricieltural tool which have been recovered From varigus chaleolithic sites in centrdl
India. The sarly specimens of copper axes have been recovered at Kayatha. Of thes®

Cne of the most imporfant aspects in any community is weapans whi

bath for offence and defense purposes and h:S been fﬂl-'l-t?rd from ;miﬁuusr:iim
Indja. Among predominant weapans, knives have imporkant place which have been
disoovered in various forms. They are known with thin tags, socketed kmives and knives
vwith the sharp edgas. Knives basically used for cutting & tearing skin, meat et as well as
used for dafense o prevent the aggreseor gatting too close, From Navdatoli, ¢ove conplete
and ong fragmentary knife blades were found. The intact one had a tang and blade with
pointed tpt.

Inseparable parts of Chalcolithie communibies in defensive purpose are swords and
daggers which are offensive weapons. A sword is always long with a thin blade, while
daggers commonly have short blades with or without a mediumn ridge. Such dapggers are
reparied from Nagda. One with near parallel edges and ancther with broken edgest and
Sword like weapon made of iron found at Jaderua®.

Spear is a weapon used by hunters and warriors of different races. This weapx was
used for trusting and throwing purposes. Spearheads are alsn reported from Kayatha,
Turnain and Jaderua. Spearheads with sockets have been reparted from Kayatha and
Jaderna*. Turnain has reported a long broken spearhead with iis upper edge thin and of
leaf like forrnation’.

Likewise an arrowhead is a small pointed implement alwiys used along with a shaft
lo which it is attached. It is not a complate weapon by itsell as it alsd needs 3 Bow. The
errowheads have been reparted from Havdamh;:{h{;ﬁeﬂ;?w:;ﬁyamm Mandsor, Awra,
Manoti, Nagda, Jaderua, Sooron and Tripur in Madiya Fragest: - .

Stone balls from pd [ and an iros
ball from pd T are known from Kakrahta, Terracotts bells at Besnagar were discovered
from the period T1. Balls made of temacotta and stones have been reported at Mavidaioli
from sub-period D7, In artistic forms dancng hurman figuces have been found painted on

pottery of perlod [ at Maheshwar?, These figures are reported from the two pals, a ki
and a dish.

Throughout the ancient perlod, India has remained one cul tural unit despite political
and geographical divergities. Relipions, castes and languages did not come in the way of
its culivral enity. The evolution of spedal organizations during proic- historic Central
India is an outcome of the basic needs, their felflillment, adjustment of human behavipur,
eudtural and economic understanding. The technology and industrial econcmy during
chalcalithic period prove quile a mahare stage of rural life wherein they were kept o the
best uge viz., for agriculture, animal donwesbication, constructional works of public ubllity,
manufachire of arms and weapons, metal objects, ormaments and jewelery, terracotta
abjects and so on. [t suggests an advanced stage of industrial ecomomy, workmanshlp
and growth of manufacturing centers at Chalcolithic sites of Central India.
